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[bookmark: _GoBack]People Manual: Application for Exporting Movies Produced in the Kingdom 
Service agency: Movie and Audiovisual Screening Office, Ministry of Culture

Rules, procedures, and conditions (if any) of filing application and considering permission
Rules of filing application for permission: 
	Movie and Video Act, B.E.2551 (A.D.2008) prohibits any person from exporting the movies made in the Kingdom, unless permitted by the Commission on Movie and Audiovisual Screening Office, except

(1)	Foreign movies permitted to be made in the Kingdom;
(2)	Newsreels or newly occurring events;
(3)	Movies made in foreign country and permitted to be imported;
(4)	Movies passing inspection and consideration and being permitted by the Board;
(5)	Movies made for being personally seen;
(6)	Movies made by government agencies, state enterprises, public organizations, or other public agencies to propagate or promote the operation of such work agencies;
(7)	Movies screened in international movie festivals as specified by National Board of Movie and Audiovisual;
(8)	Movies screened via television and passing inspection and consideration under laws on carrying on the broadcasting affairs and television affairs;
(9)	Other movies as stipulated in Ministerial Regulation.
  
Those who desire to apply for permission to export the movies shall file an application with Commission on Movie and Audiovisual Screening in accordance with Form PhorYor.3 (ภย.3) together with evidences and documentations, as follows:

1.	A copy of ID Card or a copy of Alien ID Card or a copy of Certificate or Juristic Person Document as issued not exceeding 6 months;
2.	A Letter of Copyright Ownership or License for the movies being filed for application for permission or a copy of such document. In the case of foreign language, such documents shall be translated into Thai and certified by translator together with a copy of ID Card of the translator and translation certifying person.
3.	Two copies of Movie intending to be permitted (in the event of digital, the file shall have been loaded prior to the date of inspection and consideration together with the code used in opening).
4.	In the case where the movies have to utilize the devices or equipment as well as particular screening facilities, the devices or equipment as well as particular screening facilities shall be presented.
5. Thai dubbing in text or subtitle together with an electronic data file. In case of foreign language, it shall be translated into Thai and certified by translator together with a copy of ID Card of the translator and translation-certifying person.
6. A Power of Attorney with a stamp duty affixed together with copies of ID Cards of an appointor and an attorney.
7. A summary of the movie 
(To make a copy of documents / evidences, all documents shall be certified. In the case of juristic person, the juristic person shall certify documents and have juristic person’s seal (if any) affixed.
   In this respect, the application for permission and documents can be filed at Movie and Audiovisual Screening Office, Ministry of Culture at 08.30 am. – 04.30 pm. every day (Except public holidays)
Criteria on consideration
   When the officer examines the license request (Form PhorYor.3 or ภย.3), evidence and documents, the licensee shall propose the opinion to the Commission on Movie and Audiovisual Screening for consideration.
  - In the case where evidence and documents are incomplete as prescribed, the Commission shall give an order not to permit the license.
  - In the case where evidence and documents are complete, the Commission shall further take the considering action.
(1) In the case where the content of the movie intending to be permitted does not undermine or is not opposed to public order and good morals or does not affect the security of the state and the prestige of Thailand, the Commission shall issue an order to permit such movie to be exported.
(2) In the case where the content of the movie intending to be permitted undermines, is opposed to public order and good morals or may affect the security of the state and the prestige of Thailand, the Commission shall notify the applicant to collect or cut such content from the movie.
    (2.1) In the case where the applicant desires not to collect or cut such content, the Commission shall give  non-permitting order.
    (2.2) In the case where the applicant corrects or cuts the content the Commission suggests on, the Commission shall issue a permitting order to export such movie.
    In this regard, the Commission shall have completed the consideration within a period of 15 days as from the date of receipt of the application. The time for filing shall commence when all documents are submitted. If the consideration cannot be made within the aforementioned period therefore, it shall be regarded as permission.         If the applicant does not agree with the result of consideration, the applicant can file an appeal to Commission on Movie and Audiovisual Screening within a period of 15 days after a receipt of the order.

Remark: The procedure according to the manual shall commence when the officer has already received all documents as stated in the People Manual and shall have reported the result within a period of 7 days from the date on which the consideration has been completed.
